Our Study 

Nicodemus 
The Scripture: John 3:1, 2 
"Now there was a man of the Pharisees named Nicodemus, a member of the Jewish ruling council. He 
came to Jesus at night and said, 'Rabbi, we know you are a teacher who has come from God. For no 
one could perform the miraculous signs you are doing if God were not with him.'"

Nicodemus brought a mixture of myrrh and aloes, about seventy-five pounds. Taking Jesus' body, the 
two of them wrapped it with the spices, in strips of linen. This was in accordance with Jewish burial 
customs."

She 
came up behind him and touched the edge of his cloak, and immediately her bleeding stopped ....Jesus 
said, 'Someone touched Me; I know that power has gone out from Me.' Then the woman, seeing that 
she could not go unnoticed, came trembling and fell at His feet. In the presence of all the people, she 
told why she had touched Him and how she had been instantly healed. Then He said to her, 'Daughter, 
your faith has healed you. Go in peace.'"

come to his house because his only daughter, a girl of about twelve, was dying...When He (Jesus) 
arrived at the house of Jarius, He did not let anyone go in with Him except Peter, John and James, and 
the child's father and mother. Meanwhile, all the people were wailing and mourning for her. 'Stop 
wailing,' Jesus said. 'She is not dead but asleep.' They laughed at Him, knowing that she was dead. But 
He took her by the hand and said, 'My child, get up!' Her spirit returned, and at once she stood up."
